Glenn-Stokes Summer Research Internship

2004 Program Information

The Ohio Science and Engineering Alliance is funded by the National Science Foundation and the participating institutions.  The Alliance is a coalition of 15 universities working in collaboration with federal, state, and community agencies
 to increase the number of underrepresented minority students who earn bachelor’s degrees in science, technology, engineering, and mathematics (STEM) fields and to encourage more of our degree recipients to pursue graduate study in these fields.    

Research Internship:  The core Alliance program is the Glenn-Stokes Research Internship (academic year and summer).  Summer research interns will be engaged in research experiences working one-on-one with faculty mentors over the summer term.  They must devote full-time to their research projects and the associated campus-based and Alliance-wide activities.  Interns will write an abstract and a research paper and present the results of their research at the Research Forum. Outside employment will not be permitted.

Ohio Alliance Student Research Forum:  An annual two-day, statewide Alliance Forum will be held in the early fall with the first being hosted at Ohio State University.  The Forum is structured to maximize networking interactions, to facilitate the development of an Ohio Alliance community of scholars, and to reinforce students’ commitment to earn bachelor’s degrees and to pursue graduate study or employment in STEM related fields.  It features small group discussions; poster sessions and presentations; a panel of graduate students and faculty members who will discuss the rewards and sacrifices of pursuing an academic career; representatives from government and industry who will present non-academic career opportunities; workshops on leadership skill development, interviewing skills and resumes for the corporate sector, applying for graduate admission and obtaining financial support, preparing for the GRE, and financial management.  Students will also have an opportunity to talk with representatives from Alliance graduate schools, corporations, and government agencies at the recruitment/career fair.  

Financial Support:  Summer research interns will receive a stipend of $3,000, a room and board allowance of $500, plus summer tuition and fees (if required to register).  They may intern at any Alliance campus.  

Eligibility:  The Ohio Alliance targets minority students who are underrepresented in STEM fields (e.g., African American, Hispanic, Native American, and Pacific Islander) and who are rising juniors and seniors. The applicant  must be U.S. citizen or permanent resident.  Generally students must have a cumulative grade point average of 3.0 or above to be selected, however, students with a 2.5 GPA or above will be considered.  Students enrolled in Ohio Alliance institutions or who are enrolled in community colleges and planning to transfer to an Alliance institution are eligible to apply.

Application Instructions and FAQ’s

BEFORE YOU BEGIN

Before you complete your application please make sure you have the following information:

1) The names and addresses of two faculty members for whom you will ask for a recommendation;

2) The name of a preferred faculty mentor.  (optional)

STEP 1

Complete the application.  Either print or type your responses.  

STEP 2

Attached the required documents requested in the application.  Include your full name and address at the top left corner of the first page of your Research Statement, Biographical Sketch and Resume.  If you have two pages for any of the aforementioned documents, include your full name only on the second page on the top left corner.   

Transcripts should be either an official transcript from your University Registrar or a copy of an official transcript.

STEP 3

Please be sure to sign the application.  Unsigned applications will not be considered.  

All materials must be postmarked or faxed on or before March 1, 2004.

FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

Q:  Should I wait for my references to complete the recommendations and submit the entire application 
together?

A:  No.  You can send your part of the application separately.  Make sure you complete the first part of the 
Recommendation Form before you give it to your reference and remind them of the deadline date of 
March 1, 2004.

Q:  Should the person I choose as a reference be someone who teaches in my field of research interest?

A:  This is not required but it is preferred.  Select references who know you best.
Q:  Do I have to ask the Registrar to send the transcripts to me, so I can forward them to you?

A:  No.  You can have the Registrar send your transcripts directly to the Ohio Alliance office address on your 
application.  You may send a copy of your transcript.
Q:  How many schools may I select? 
A:  All or as many as you prefer. You can look up the individual campus program start and end dates in the 
Program Information Table below.

Q:  I am a freshman OR senior, can I apply to the program? 
A:  Yes. The program is targeted at sophomores and juniors, but any undergraduate student can apply. 

Q:  I have more than one area of interest, should I include them all? 

A:  Yes. Please provide as much information as you can to aid the institutions in the selection process. It is also 
best to be as specific as possible, in order to appropriately match you with a faculty mentor. 

Q:  When can I expect to hear from the institution(s)? 

A:  The first round of offers will be made by mid March. Offers will continue to be made under all the 
positions have been filled. 

Q:  How long do I have to accept an offer? 

A:  Students who receive an offer must adhere to the offer guidelines established by each institution. Please 
pay close attention to the dates and details in your letter of offer. 

Q:  Once I accept an offer, can I change my mind and go to another institution? 

A:  Once you accept an offer from an institution, you cannot accept any other offer with few exceptions. If you 
are considering multiple campus programs, you may want to inform an institution that makes an early 
offer.
